Such as eating hotdogs off the stand in the street or 
walking through the market downtown.  We also visited the pyramid that is in 
Cholula (about 15 minutes from our house!)  It is the only pyramid that I know of 
in Mexico where you can walk through the archeological exploration tunnels.

Dan and Dan were involved in CCC at Michigan Tech together.  The reason for 
Dan and Jill’s trip was to get an idea of what the ministry and city of Puebla are 
like because they are going to be joining our team next
